CPR REQUIREMENTS IN MISSOURI
SCHOOLS

Senate Bill 711 Section 170.130 requires that Missouri schools serving grades 9-12 provide it's
students instruction in CPR. Below are a few important points to know about this bill.

= The law is implemented in schools in the 2017-2018 school year and subsequent years

» As a graduation requirement, students receive 30 minutes of CPR instruction and training
in the proper performance of the Heimlich maneuver or other first aid for choking

» Students with disabilities may participate to the extent appropriate as determined by the
provisions of the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act or Section 504 of the
Rehabilitation Act.

» The training shall be included in the district’s health or physical education curriculum

= Instruction requires hands-on practice and skills testing to support cognitive learning.
Watching a training DVD alone is not sufficient to meet the requirements of the law.



» Resources for training of these skills shall be based on a program established by the
American Heart Association, American Red Cross, or another nationally recognized
organization's evidence-based guidelines.
